²ƻǊǎƘƛǇ is the act of all God’s people joining together 
for one purpose:  to praise God. We worship by   
praying, singing, listening, and giving to God as well 
as a number of other ways. A typical worship at PCPH 
includes: 
 

²ŜƭŎƻƳŜ ŀƴŘ !ƴƴƻǳƴŎŜƳŜƴǘǎ 
 

This happens at the begin-
ning of worship. We       
welcome all people who 
have come, especially 
guests, so we can all feel 
at home as we praise God.  
In the announcements, we 
share some of the events 
and activities that are    
coming up in the life of  
the Church. 

 

/ŀƭƭ ǘƻ ²ƻǊǎƘƛǇ 
 

This is an invitation for all of us to worship God. A   
ƭƛǘǳǊƎƛǎǘ, someone who helps lead worship, usually 
does this.  
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/ƻƴŦŜǎǎƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ !ǎǎǳǊŀƴŎŜ 
 

/ƻƴŦŜǎǎƛƻƴ is a word we use to 
say “I’m sorry for my sins, God.” 
It means we know in our heart 
we have hurt God or someone 
else and are sorry for it.  
 

When we confess our sins, God 
always says “I forgive you because I love you.” That is 
what the ŀǎǎǳǊŀƴŎŜ is; it’s the promise that God will 
always love us no matter what.   

 

/ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ aŜǎǎŀƎŜ 
We have a children’s message every Sunday at PCPH.  
Children are invited forward and taught about God’s 
love for them. 

 

{ƛƴƎƛƴƎ 
 

Sometimes we stand and 
are all ǎƛƴƎƛƴƎ  together. We 
follow the words on the 
screen or in the blue hym-
nal. The bulletin will tell you 
the name of the song and 
its number. If you need 
help, just ask!  Other times 

we listen like when the choir sings, or there is a soloist 
or some other special music. Even when we listen, we 
are worshipping God. 
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Prayer: one of the ways we talk and listen to 
God 
 
Sacrament: a way God tells us about himself 
and invites us to be with him always 
 
Sanctuary: the building where all of God’s peo-
ple gather to worship 
 
Sermon: tells us about God, about who God is 
and how God wants us to live.  It will also tell 
you about how much you mean to Jesus, and 
how much Jesus loves you 
 
Singing: one of the ways we worship God 
 

Worship: is the act of all God’s people joining

The ƻũŜǊƛƴƎ means that we 
give back to God, because 
God has given so much to 
us and gives to us everyday. 
We also give our money so 
our church can tell other 
people about Jesus.  

 

tǊŀȅŜǊǎ 
 

There are different types of 
ǇǊŀȅŜǊ in the worship        
service.   There is the Prayer 
of Confession: a ƭƛǘǳǊƎƛǎǘ 
leads us in this prayer. It’s 
the people's way of saying there sorry for their sins.   
 

There is the Prayer of God’s People:  usually there is 
one person praying out loud so we can all hear, but 
we are listening and our hearts and minds are     
praying, too. At the end of this prayer, we all say the 
Lord’s Prayer together out loud. You can follow along 
because the words to the Lord’s Prayer are printed in 
the bulletin. 
 

There is the Prayer of Illumination:  in this prayer, we 
are asking God to help us hear better and under-
stand more clearly when the Bible is read out loud.

 {ŎǊƛǇǘǳǊŜ ŀƴŘ aŜǎǎŀƎŜ 

 

Every Sunday in worship 
we read from Scripture, al-
so known as the .ƛōƭŜ.  You 
can follow along in your 
own    Bible, with the pew 
Bible or with the words on 
the wall. Listen closely and      

carefully.  After the Bible (Scripture) is read, there’s a 
message (that’s called a ǎŜǊƳƻƴ). A sermon tells us 
about God, about who God is and how God wants us 
to live.  The message will also tell you about how 
much you mean to Jesus.  
 

¢ƘŜ {ŀŎǊŀƳŜƴǘǎ 
 

There are 2 ǎŀŎǊŀƳŜƴǘǎ we celebrate when we wor-
ship:  one is called the Lord’s Supper, the other is 
Baptism.  
 

On the first Sunday of 
each month, we celebrate 
the Lord’s Supper.  In it, 
we are invited to eat 
bread and drink juice as 
Jesus taught us, so we can 
ǎǘŀȅ ǿƛǘƘ WŜǎǳǎ and be reminded of his love for you.  
Ask your Mom and/or Dad for permission.     
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(Parent(s):  we have an instructional booklet on   
Children at the Lord’s Table available for you.).  
 
Sometimes we baptize 
people—it might be a 
baby, a child or an 
adult. During the bap-
tisms we are remem-
bering the promises 
God makes to us that:  
1. we are children of 
God, 2. God will always forgive us, 3. God will teach 
us about Jesus and 4. we will always be with God. 
 

.ŜƴŜŘƛŎǝƻƴ 
 

Benediction literally means “a good word.”  The ben-
ediction is the last words we hear before we leave 
worship. In the benediction we are told that God 
loves us and is always with us.
